“Prohibited items” that cannot be disposed of as plastic Exceptional
Items

Medical plastics, razors, lighters, batteries, knives, heated cigarettes, and
electronic devices are called_“prohibited items” because they pose a danger when
handling them at intermediate treatment facilities and recycling plants.

Never mix “prohibited items” with plastic. Please note that medical plastics are not
subject to collection, even if they bear the plastic mark.
